So….the “Tip” is to ;

· Remember, they are hungry, eating is primary!

· Keep those questions in a conversation form asking questions that require your child to think

· Forget grammar in this type of conversation…the main key here is

interest in your child’s day AND if the phone rings (cell or landline) ….the answering machine does a great job!
