	What it could be:

	Ear pain; fever over 100; possibly stomach upset, vomiting, and /or diarrhea; possibly fluid draining from ear. Most common after a cold or sinus infection. 
	Ear infection (otitis media) 

	Itching first; then ear pain and tenderness; pain may get worse when she chews or if you gently tug on her earlobe; may have redness and scaling at entrance to ear; may have temporary hearing loss and a yellow, watery, or smelly discharge from the ear. 
	Swimmer's ear (otitis externa) 

	Ear pain or funny feeling in ear with no other symptoms; you may be able to see something stuck in the ear canal; may be smelly if object has been there a while. Most common in children under age 5. 
	Object lodged in ear
