	Eyes are pink or red and swollen; yellow discharge crusts over at night and seals eye shut. 
	Bacterial conjunctivitis 

	Child has a cold or other respiratory virus; eyes are pinkish, irritated, and swollen; tearing, watery discharge; eyes may be goopy or crusty. 
	Viral conjunctivitis 

	Eyes are red, teary, swollen, and itchy; may be bloodshot; runny nose and sneezing; allergies run in the family. 
	Allergic conjunctivitis 

	Tender, red, pus-filled bump on edge of eyelid; may have white or yellow discharge or crusting along lid. 
	Sty 

	Small firm bump within the eyelid that may be slightly painful at first or not painful; may grow larger over time. 
	Chalazion 

	Edges of eyelids are red and scaly; may be flaky or crusty in the morning; eyes may burn or feel gritty. 
	Blepharitis 

	Eyelids are swollen, red, and tender; may be hard to open eyes; tearing; fever. 
	Periorbital cellulitis
