	Symptoms:
	What it could be:

	Severe cold symptoms; runny nose; cough; usually fever; diarrhea; vomiting; poor appetite. Most common between November and April. 
	Flu 

	Ear pain; fever over 100; possibly stomach upset, vomiting, and / or diarrhea; possibly fluid draining from ear. Most common after a cold or sinus infection. 
	Ear infection 

	Tonsils are swollen, bright red, and flecked with white; sore throat; fever; chills; swollen glands in the neck under the ear. 
	Strep throat 

	Tonsils are swollen, bright red, and flecked with white; sore throat; fever; chills; may have cold symptoms. 
	Tonsilitis 

	Cold symptoms; sore throat; swollen glands in neck under ears and sometimes in armpits or groin area in older children; moderate fever for seven to 14 days. 
	Mononucleosis 

	Tenderness in pelvic area; need to urinate frequently; some indication that urinating is painful; possibly mild fever, nausea, or vomiting; sometimes diarrhea; cloudy, bloody, or foul-smelling urine. 
	Urinary tract infection 

	Small blisterlike sores in the back of the mouth only; fever; sore throat. Most common under 4 years old. 
	Herpangina 

	Sore throat; fever; small red blisters inside mouth; doesn't want to eat or drink; may be dehydrated. 
	Gingivostomatitis 

	A deep cough that sounds like a bark; cold symptoms; frequently accompanied by a low fever; sometimes a fever as high as 104; noisy, labored breathing; high-pitched sound on inhalation. Most common under age 5. 
	Croup 

	A cold that seems to be getting worse; persistent cough; fast, labored breathing; fever; chills. 
	Pneumonia 

	Sometimes fever is first symptom, followed by nausea, cramps, vomiting and / or diarrhea. 
	Stomach bug 

	May have high fever; vomiting; diarrhea; irritability. 
	Blood infection *Call the doctor right away 

	Fever; headache; may have stiff neck; vomiting; irritability; poor appetite. 
	Meningitis*Call the doctor right away 
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
